The Contractor further agrees that the unit prices submitted are for the purpose of obtaining a 

gross sum, and for use in computing the value of extras and deductions; that if there is a discrepancy 

between the gross sum bid and that resulting from the summation of the quantities multiplied by their 

respective unit prices, the latter shall apply.  When this contract shall be wholly carried out and 

completed on the part of the Contractor, and when said work has been accepted by the City, a sum of 

money shall be computed by multiplying the following unit prices by the quantity of items completed, 

it being understood that the following total sum of money listed is for the purpose of determining the 

amount of the performance, labor, material and maintenance bond only.

This project will include a full sealcoat upgrade, including new water main, sanitary sewer, 
storm sewer, concrete pavement, and sidewalks.  This street is on the Water Division’s red water 
list.  Also, the street has three unsewered properties that utilize septic tanks due to topography.  
Sanitary sewer design includes a manhole at back of curb to allow these properties to be served 
by pumping if necessary. 
 
 
ADVANTAGES/DISADVANTAGES 
 
Advantage: This project is an ideal candidate for improvement because of the need to upgrade 
water, sewer and street infrastructure. 
 
Disadvantage:  Topography limits the Moline sanitary sewer system’s ability to easily serve all 
properties on this street.
