3. Play at Sylvan Island was identified by the community during the Public Art & Placemaking Plan
outreach. The project would encourage recreational use of a small island formerly used for
manufacturing, currently owned by Moline Parks & Rec.

The Context: Moline is one of four cities in a bi-state Quad Cities region (Davenport and
Bettendorf, IA; and Rock Island and Moline, IL) on the Mississippi River. Moline has a diverse
population of just over 41,000 residents.

The Need: The lllinois cities are frequently in competition with the lowa side of the river for
development. During the pandemic, lllinois business losses (particularly food & beverage and
retail) were exacerbated by the considerably more lenient COVID restrictions in lowa.

The Time is Now: For that reason, there is added urgency to create new reasons to support
small business and create pride in the Moline community. Recognizing how public art can be a
powerful draw for activity and investment, a unique partnership has come together to pursue
the Our Town grant. The City’s non-profit partners, Renew Moline and the Moline CDC; along
with Moline Centre (that runs the downtown Special Service Areas and Main Street Program)
have each selected transformational projects to create memorable public spaces. They are:

1. The Uptown Neighborhood Identification Sign. is to create a neighborhood identifier
in one of Moline’s historic commercial districts to new City streetscape investments and
encourage neighborhood pride.

2. 15 Lights was identified in Moline’s Public Art & Placemaking Plan. Located at a key
gateway between the city’s National Register Commercial Historic District and River
Drive, it will illuminate, enhance safety and beautify an important pedestrian corridor.

3. Play at Sylvan Island was identified by the community during the Public Art &
Placemaking Plan outreach. It will encourage recreational use of a small island formerly
used for manufacturing, now owned by Moline Parks & Recreation. This location is an
important recreational area to an adjacent Hispanic community and the project would
complement other initiatives to connect the community to the island.

The Play at Sylvan Island Public Art and Historic Neighborhood Streetscape Project will celebrate the
City’s uniqueness in its past, present and future that can be enjoyed by all residents by creating brilliant
placemaking that also attracts visitors. Throughout the process of creating the Public Art and
Placemaking Plan, the community expressed a strong desire to have public art that becomes a magnet
for the area in spaces that already exist. The Play Zone at Sylvan Island, located in the Mississippi River
and lighting and streetscapes for our downtown and Uptown neighborhoods would help take
aspirations to fruition.

Phase 1 of this project has already begun. Moline (through its economic development partner Renew
Moline) has been working on Public Art & Placemaking Plan since fall 2019. The vision for the plan came
from community engagement sessions and capitalized a long-standing desire to bring significant public
art projects to enhance the vibrant culture of downtown and nearby historic districts. It is through
community engagement that we have identified these projects to enhance Moline. Phase 1 will also
involve more community outreach & concept refinement for the three independent projects. Two
weeks of community engagement walk-about, talk-about sessions will take place to gather input and
feedback on the types of art that were identified in the City’s Public Art and Placemaking Plan. Planning
and approval process will begin and will include finalization of concepts, consideration by Public Art
Commission/City Council, request for proposals and call for entries based on the concept.

Phase 2 will begin with the evaluation of artist selection, contract execution and Notification to Proceed.
The selected artist will begin artist-led community engagement to start the design process. The artist-led
community engagement sessions will be held over a two-week period and will be accessible to all living
in Moline. Construction & installation will begin after the design is finalized.

In the overall design, every effort will be made in thinking about sustainability and perpetual
maintenance of all three proposed projects and a plan will be in place with the City of Moline.

The City will engage the community
and use artist-led planning to guide the final design and selection of public art as it relates to the themes
identified in the City’s Public Art & Placemaking Plan. Sites for this project will be pre-identified. The
planning process will include community visioning sessions for input on art identified in the City’s Public
Art & Placemaking Plan. Once completed, ideas will be compiled and planning will begin, choosing ideas
that best fit within the City’s Public Art and Placemaking Plan. Final selections will be compiled into a
proposal. Once approved, the City, Renew Moline, Moline Centre and the Moline Community
Development Corporation, will collaborate with Quad City Arts to identify artists for the public art



installation, Uptown Neighborhood streetscape and lighting as well as contractor and architect selection
for the play zone.

This project will be the first accomplished through the guidance of the City’s newly adopted Public Art &
Placemaking Plan. Creating the Public Art & Placemaking Plan laid the groundwork for guidelines and
process, and will empower our community to weigh-in. We will work within the Plan guidelines for the
first time. These projects will allow us to set a precedent that can be used in future public art planning
initiatives by creating our first ever Public Art Commission and allow for public input and participation in
cross-sector partnerships. Our targeted outcomes will lie heavily in physical change as we infuse art into
underused areas in Moline. We will enhance the natural environment on Sylvan Island, beautify our
downtown with lighting and improve visibility for one of several historic neighborhoods. We would also
see increased tourism in Moline because of these enhancements.

We plan on assessing out impact by measuring our community engagement. We plan on tracking how
many individuals take part in community visioning opportunities, how many individuals take part by
offering input and how many individuals continue their involvement with the projects as they move to
completion. We hope to also track metrics on social media using unique hashtags for these projects
both in the short-term and long-term as those metrics will give us insights into who is visiting these sites.
With the development of Sylvan Island we will be able to track the amount of events held on the island
which we hope will show increased use due to the unique placemaking and public art there.

These projects will benefit the entire Moline community and will attract visitors as these projects help
establish destinations for Moline. Although these projects will benefit the entire Quad City region, our
efforts will be focused on engaging the Moline community for input and visioning. Specific groups will be
those residents living near the selected sites of the Uptown Neighborhood, 15t Street downtown and
the Floreciente Neighborhood near Sylvan Island. The Floreciente neighborhood is considered
underserved as the residential population is largely Hispanic. We hope to instill a strong sense of pride
and support for these projects that will be the final result of the community coming together to share in
public art and placemaking.

Public art in Moline is an outcome of community collaboration and we plan to continue that model of
success. Most recently, Moline engaged the community to help guide the development of the Public Art
& Placemaking Plan. 20 stakeholders were interviewed to gain understanding of the cultural landscape
and establish a shared community vision for public art. Community presentations were made to focus
groups involved with economic development, historic preservation, and cultural activities. 100 people
took part in public virtual walk-about, talk-about workshops around the City and explored opportunities
for 7 different sites. Participants were polled on future possibilities and those answers guided the Public
Art & Placemaking Plan. A public online survey was also conducted to gain understanding and the
community vision for the program. We plan to continue that model with this project making sure to
include presentations and opportunities to participate in underserved neighborhoods.

AN ORDINANCE

AMENDING Chapter 20, “MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC,” of the Moline Code of
Ordinances, Appendix 10 thereof, “PARKING PROHIBITED AT ANY
TIME,” by deleting 60" Street, on both sides, from Coal Town Road, at a
distance of 675 feet north and adding in lieu thereof 60" Street, on the east side,
from Coal Town Road, at a distance of 675 feet north and by adding 60" Street,
on the west side, from Coal Town Road north to the East Moline border.

WHEREAS, this location was identified by the Complete Streets Committee as an ideal
location for on-road bicycle facilities and in order to accomplish this, the on-streets parking needs
adjusted to accommodate the on-road bicycle facilities; and

WHEREAS, the Traffic Committee reviewed this change in order to install on the road
bicycle lanes at the Traffic Engineering Committee meeting on July 8, 2021; and

WHEREAS, said request meets the criteria for designating a location as parking prohibited
at any time when appropriate signs are posted.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MOLINE, ILLINOIS, as follows:

Section 1 — That Chapter 20, “MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC,” of the Moline Code
of Ordinances, Appendix 10 thereof, “PARKING PROHIBITED AT ANY TIME,” is hereby
amended by deleting 60™ Street, on both sides, from Coal Town Road, at a distance of 675 feet
north and adding in lieu thereof 60" Street, on the east side, from Coal Town Road, at a distance
of 675 feet north and by adding 60" Street, on the west side, from Coal Town Road north to the
East Moline border.

Section 2 — That pursuant to Section 1-1107 of the Moline Code of Ordinances, any person,
firm or corporation violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall be fined not more than
seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00) for each offense.

Section 3 — That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after passage,
approval, and if required by law, publication in the manner provided for by law.
